The Jesse Brown Veterans Affairs (VA) Medical Center was seeking 
to improve their energy reliability and reduce costs for their 200-bed 
campus that serves over 1,800 staff and 62,000 local veterans. The VA 
wanted a company who could be a trusted partner with the ability to 
implement high-quality, low-risk energy infrastructure solutions without 
disrupting the hospital’s services or adding any additional costs to the 
VA or taxpayers. The VA partnered with ESG to improve the energy 
security and self-sufficiency of the entire medical campus.

•	 Upgrades and modifications 
to HVAC control systems 
for campus

•	 Chilled water system 
replacements to maximize 
energy and cooling effectiveness

•	 New steam plant

•	 Centralized steam supply from 
energy center for VA
